During the season of Septuagesima, the Church sets before us for contemplation Adam, Noah and Abraham, Old Testament figures who are intimately

involved in salvation history. Through the lessons in the Divine Office, the Church sets before for our contemplation, Noah and his ark. Noah’s

fidelity to the Lord and obedience to the will of the Father along with his constancy during the flood are a foreshadowing of the coming of the salvific

work of Christ and the response that we should have to Our Savior and what He accomplishes for us.
