CANDLEMAS CELEBRATION: 2 FEBRUARY @ 12:15pm Holy
Mass
Monday, 2 February 2026, we will celebrate the Feast of the
Purification of the Blessed Virgin Mary traditionally known as
Candlemas.

The traditional blessing of candles will take place at the
12:15 pm Holy Mass. Candles will be blessed immediately
uponthe entrance of the sacred ministers. Afterthe blessing
of Candles, the congregational candles (not personal) will
be distributed at the communion rail and then they will be lit
by the servers. Weather permitting, we will have an outdoor
procession around the Church celebrating the Light of Christ
(please dress accordingly).If the weather does not
cooperate, our procession will proceed inside of the
Church.

The congregational candles can be taken home for your
personal spiritual use.

The faithful are allowed to bring their own candles for
blessing. Candles should be brought only on that day and
placed on the tables provided that will be near the altar of
the Blessed Mother PRIOR to Holy Mass. Candles should be
accessible to be blessed with holy water and be marked
clearly with the name of the person/family that is having
them blessed. Finally, all candles must be retrieved at the
conclusion of Holy Mass. Any candles that are not retrieved
at the conclusion of Holy Mass will be distributed by the
Oratory.

CATECHESIS ON CONFESSION
The beginning of the new calendar is an opportune time to
offer a few words on the nature of our confessions.
Particularly that when we present ourselves for confession,
itis after a complete examination of conscience striving for
a full and integral confession aware of our sins and based
not on emotion only. So too, those who make frequent
confession (which is encouraged) should examine their
consciences for the sin of presumption.

The Catechism of the Council of Trent provides a thorough
and complete explication of the Sacrament of Penance. |
want to draw particular attention to the exhortation that
confession should be complete and entire. The Church
teaches us that we are responsible for confessing all of our
mortal sins in both number (how often) and kind (nature of
the sin itself). As such when we come for confession, we
should not only present those sins that are on our hearts or
that have easily come to mind but also confess all sins we
can recall after a thorough examination of conscience.

| encourage everyone to access a thorough and complete
guide for examining your conscience. This will assist you in
recalling your serious sins as well as venial sins which also
work against growing in holiness. A good examination of
conscience will also provide the requisite detachment from

the emotions that are often associated with the sins for
which we are guilty. There are situations where we might feel
bad about a particular interaction, situation, but no sin was
involved and then there are times when we have grown so
accustomed to our sins that we no longer feel guilt about
them and fail to confess them. Prepare well for the
sacramentso thatyou can also use well the graces received.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION

For those in our community who are new to the Traditional
Latin Mass, when you approach the altar rail for holy
communion itis the custom to begin filling in the altar rail at
the far right near St. Joseph’s altar and fill in the rail untilits
end at the Marian altar. This practice is not impacted by
which side of the Church you are seated. You are allowed,
and encouraged, to switch sides in order to keep the
communion line moving. Thisis particularlyimportantwhen
there are two sacred ministers distributing Holy
Communion. So too, do not overly delay approaching the
rail waiting for others to return to their pews. If everyone
moves with attention to what is happening, there should be
a flow of movement between those departing the altar rail
and those approaching the altar rail. Also, for daily Holy
Mass: please kneel at the rail only where the houseling cloth
has been prepared forcommunion. Please keep in mind that
we should not keep the Lord waiting but moving with grace
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and deliberation to the altar rail to receive our Eucharistic
Lord.
